Student Learning 

I am very pleased to say that I have had a number of very good conversations with parents 

regarding the level of focus on quality teaching and learning in recent weeks at Guise PS. I 
know the teachers are challenging their students to produce excellent work in English, Maths 
and other areas of the curriculum.
